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Welcome I want to start with a prayer.  

Jesus, I pray that Your divine anointing will be on every word spoken during this broadcast and that Your divine purposes will be accomplished in every listener's life.  In Jesus name, I pray.

Last week I started sharing my views on salvation.  I want to continue with that subject this week, but first here is a quick review.
Last time I explained how my natural children were born with my DNA.  They could be adopted, change their name, or misbehave so badly that I may want to disown them, but the fact remained they have my DNA, they were still my natural child, and there was no changing that fact.  

When a person becomes a "born again Christian" they receive the DNA of their spiritual father.  They become a child of God.  They receive citizenship of heaven with all the benefits and rights.  They are joint-heirs with Jesus.  You may even break God's law, but once your spirit is born-again, you cannot be un-born.  God does not revoke your position as a child of God, because you fail or sin.  
I believe the only unforgivable sin is to reject Jesus and never accept Jesus as your savior.
Remember, God created mankind because He wanted a family.  But, when Adam committed sin, God could not continue to be in relationship with sinful mankind.  God is Holy and he cannot be intimate with something that is not Holy.  So God had to come up with a new plan to get His earthly family restored to Himself. 
God's new plan to restore His relationship to mankind started with a man called Abram.  You can read in Genesis 17 how God was going to use Abram, who later is known as "Father Abraham" , to create a family, a godly nation of people, that God could establish a relationship with on earth.
God would accomplish this plan through the rite of the "blood covenant".  The significance of a blood covenant is that this ritual is a legally binding contract, bond, agreement, oath, or promise between two parties who voluntarily enter into before witnesses and seal the deal with the shedding of each others' blood.  Now this agreement is an unbreakable bond or promise for life.  Which means, if either party breaks their promise, the penalty for breaking a blood covenant is death.  

Abraham entered into a blood covenant with God by agreeing to the shedding of blood through circumcision found in Gen 17:9-13.
God made this covenant with Abraham when he was 99 years old and his wife Sarah was 90 years old.  All the things God promised were for Abraham and his descendents, but the marriage of Abraham and Sarah had not produced any children.  Now they were too old in the natural to produce any offspring.  
God also made it clear that the child Ishmael by the servant girl Hagar was not the descendant that would receive the benefits of this blood covenant.  So why did God exclude Ishmael.  The blood covenant requires that each contracting party must be entering into the agreement voluntarily.  Ishmael was the child of Hagar, a bond servant, who was commanded by her mistress, Sarah to have sexual relations with her husband, Abraham.  Consequently, Hagar had no free will in the decision to have relations with Abraham and produce a child.  
Also why did God wait to bless Abraham and Sarah with a child when it should have been impossible for them to even conceive.  The reason was that God had to wait until after Abraham agreed to and performed circumcision, the shedding of blood, the place from which all seed would come.  God says in Leviticus 17 that life is in the blood and now because of modern science we know that DNA and the gene code is also in the seed.
I don't think many people read the story of Abraham and realize that God "had" to let the seed of Abraham and Sarah die out and then God restored their reproductive organs with "new" seed.  In other words, God changed their DNA.  
When the promised child, Isaac, was born to Abraham and Sarah this was the beginning of an entirely new race.  The Jewish race of people.  This required a miracle.  A Jewish person can move to any country on the planet and change their name and not even practice the Jewish religion, but if you test their genetic makeup, it will always indicate Jewish DNA in their blood.  

With the first blood covenant God did obtain a unique race of people to worship Him.  But the first covenant only provided a mark that could be seen with your eyes.  Plus it was temporary and the first blood covenant had to be renewed over and over.

So God decided to implement a new blood covenant and God speaks of a new covenant that He will make with mankind in Jeremiah 31. 
“The day is coming,” says the Lord, “when I will make a new covenant with my people.  I will put my instructions deep within them, and I will write them on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be my people. “And I will forgive their wickedness, and I will never again remember their sins.”

This new blood covenant was accomplished by Jesus blood sacrifice on the cross.  Jesus was the last blood sacrifice required by God and Jesus' blood permanently offers God's new covenant to all humanity, not just the descendants of Abraham.  
Also, Jesus was a willing sacrificial lamb, who laid down his life unto death to satisfy the full penalty for Adam's disobedience which was, if you eat of the forbidden tree, the consequence was you shall surely die.  God was not only referring to your physical body will die, but Adam's sin also resulted in spiritual death.  

Circumcision formed a blood covenant with God, but it did not result in actual physical death and it did not have any effect on spiritual death.  So the first blood covenant was inadequate to satisfy the sin debt created by Adam's disobedience.  Only the blood of Jesus will result in spiritual re-birth and eternal life.  
In addition, circumcision only provided evidence that can be seen with our human eyes, but when we accept Jesus as our savior, we are actually circumcising our hearts, which only the eyes of God can see. 
Remember God says in Jeremiah that in the new covenant He will write His laws upon our hearts deep within.  We no longer have to shed our blood.  We are saved by grace not by human effort.  Jesus was our substitute.  He took all of God's wrath on the cross.  God sent, His heavenly son, and planted Jesus as a seed in order to get His earthly family restored back to Himself.  
The blood covenant sealed with Jesus blood is an unbreakable promise and God will not and cannot lie.  God has made a permanent blood oath with humanity through the blood covenant Jesus implemented on the cross to all who will believe on the Jesus as savior.  There is no other way to redeem your soul from sin and receive eternal life with God your father.
So with the first blood covenant, God changed human DNA but with the second blood covenant God will change your heart and spiritual DNA.
The Law does not, cannot, and will not ever save anyone.  The Law just tells us the rules and the consequences of breaking the rules.  The Law does not make restitution.  The Law is like a medical diagnostic test.  I had to have some dye put in an IV and circulated through my body while they took x-rays.  The dye would light up on the x-ray my internal organs so the doctor could more clearly see if there was a blockage or some dysfunction in my organs.  The test only showed the doctor where the problem was, but it did nothing to treat or cure the problem.  The law just points out your problem.  It does nothing to correct it.  It just condemns you of your sin, but it can never remove your sins.  It can never restore your relationship to God.   

Jesus was God's plan of salvation, restoration, and grace to humanity.  When you believe on Jesus and accept Him as your savior, you are saved by God's grace and not by the law.  You are born-again and cannot be un-born.  Your spiritual DNA has been changed and you become a child of God.  If you sin, all you have to do is repent and ask God for forgiveness in Jesus name.  Christians are NOT PERFECT!

We are just FORGIVEN!  

We live in a state of grace and not condemnation.  We cannot earn salvation by doing good works in addition to what Jesus accomplished on the cross.  If we teach this we make the cross of no effect.  The character of God comes by reading and studying and practicing God's Word.  This is Christian discipleship.  Our human children require training and discipline to grow up to be quality people.  Christians need spiritual discipline too.

Christianity is a journey.  The main thing is we may not be all that we want to be, as of yet, but we are not where we first started out either.  Do not feel condemned because you took a detour, just turn-a-round and keep walking with God and if you fall, get back up.  

If you are being mentored by a religious person that constantly condemns your then change who you associate with.  Yes we all need to be corrected, but the Bible says to correct in LOVE.  The church should be like a hospital.  Wounded, hurting people should feel safe to come to church and not be further wounded with condemnation and judgmental attitudes.  People don't care what you have to say, until they see that you care about them.  Jesus commanded us to love, not to condemn.  

If you want to be born again, repeat this prayer with me.
Jesus I confess I am a sinner.  I humble myself and repent of my sins.  Please forgive me of my sins.  Jesus come into my heart and be my Lord and Savior.  In Jesus name, amen.
